A Meditation on Prayer

Centering or contemplative prayer is a core activity.
Centering prayer 1is not charact

relegated to consecrated isolated moments in time. Ones whole life
Is prayer. It involves an awareness of the Divine Presence in the
mundane and creation. It consists of movements toward the Divine
(humanity seeking God), as well as the persistent wooing of a Lover
in search of its Beloved (God seeking humanitg)mutual inter-

change between two people who love and care for each other.

Contemplative prayer is a cleansing bath in which the soul immerses
itself for divine healing; a means through which the soul is baptized
deeper into the presence of God, opening up that dimension of our
being that places us in direct contact with the Incarnational Mystery.

We are oriented toward God. The soul possesses a homing instinct for God. The soul, throug
prayer, searches for the One True Principal to which it owes it existence; and is forever in
angst until it rests completely in the bosom of its Creator. The soul recognizes its True Love,
its Eternal Delight, and refuses to be satisfied with anything less than God.

Centering prayer replenishes the weary, parched and depleted soul by
connecting us to the Holy Fount, an inexhaustible supply of Living Water that quenches the
thirsty, and soothes the aching and troubled soul.

Window Update

On behalf of the Board of Trustees, | am pleased to report that on Monday 83008, a contract

was entered into with the Gunton Corporation for the window replacement and trim repair. The Gunton
Corporation is the local representative for Pella Windows.

It is expected that work will commence in approximately 8 weeks. They are going to work

immediately on final measurements and shop drawings. After the drawings are approved, the windows will k
fabricated and construction will begin.

We have been told installation will take about 6 weeks after construction starts, with the normal

disclaimers for weather. We are also working on a logical progression of work so it will provide the least
amount of disruption to the daily work and ministry of the Church.

The additional painting and parking lot replacement are still in the bidding and review stages. We will

communicate to the congregation when these tasks have been put under contract.

We again thank the entire congregation for your support at the Charge Conference dhavidydur

prayerful consideration in the Capital Campaign.

A Capital Idea!!

On Sunday May'4 2008 a new chapter in the life of East Shore Church was opened. By an
overwhelming margin of 68, the Charge Conference approved a plan to repair the windows of
the church and replace the parking lot. The total estimated cost for this work is expected to be
about $383,000.00 dollars. The approved plan will allow the Board of Trustees to borrow the
construction costs from the principal of our endowment fund and enter into a Capital Campaign
to pay back the endowment fund over a 5 year period.

A capital campaign is a commitment that is made specifically to a particular project. In our case

it will be to fund the window and parking lot renovations. This commitment is meaatidition

to your regular pledge. The daily operational needs of East Shore will continue. We will need
the support of the entire congregation to mai
capital campaign a success. East Shore has been truly blessed as we have not had a capital cam-
paign for nearly 20 years. The last capital campaign was to install the elevator in 1989.

Our capital campaign will kick off on Sunday Jurie 2008 when we will consecrate our com-
mitments during the morning worship service. By that time you will have received a letter and
pledge card in the mail. We hope that you will give prayerful consideration to the need for much
needed repairs to Godds House but not forget
congregation, community and world.
